Daily Task - Match socks and sort washing.

	English: 	Lights out Leonard, by Josh Pyke - https://youtu.be/6p0_TMG1slE Listen to this story about Leonard and bedtime. What feelings do you think 	Leonard is feeling at the beginning of the story? Have you ever felt like this? How can you tell? Did your body send you signals? Describe 	these signals. 
Reading: 	Read by yourself, to someone or have someone read to you. What is your favourite story? Why do you like it?  There are stories available 	on Reading Eggs that you can access. 
Activity:	Create your own monster? Use adjectives to describe the features of your monster. What colour is it? What size is it? Does it have arms, 	legs, antennae? How many of each? What about its senses; can it hear, see, taste, smell and feel things? (See the template below for 	more tips).
Spelling:	Sight words – Choose 5-10 words from the attached sight word list and add some adjectives. Practice your look, say, cover, write and 	check process to see if you can automatically recall any (Tip for parents: choose a couple of words that your child can recognise in 	reading and see if they can recall them and write them independently). 
Speaking and Listening + Writing – Narrative (story) - https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=OgNVUZvB9Ow watch this video then write your own story 	about your monster. You can even choose one of the writing templates attached to guide you. Remember, the purpose of a narrative is 	to entertain, so be creative and have fun! Also, remember that every author writes their ideas before re-reading and editing their work 	quite a few times before they are ready to publish. 
Technology: Log in to Reading Eggs, Studlyadder or Seesaw and complete an activity.

	Maths: Week 4 focus – Consolidation - This week, we are working on a range of activities to consolidate your learning. There are a series of worksheets below, as well as a range 	of activities on Math Seeds, Studyladder or Prodigy.
Warm up: 	We know that we can show numbers so many different ways e.g. as a numeral, with MAB blocks, with tally marks/pictures etc. Watch this 	video and do the following activity. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=lAQ2HTqTl2w 
Activity: 	Grab a piece of paper, small whiteboard, or use the template below and divide it up into a number sense diagram (see Number Sense 	below). Ask an adult to give you a number. Then write the number as a numeral in the oval on the template. In the other areas, see how 	many different ways you can show the number. Repeat this activity a few times and discuss your findings. (Option: you may like to use 	cards and make random 1-, 2-, 3-digit numbers, or higher! 
Option: You may also log in to Math Seeds, Studyladder or Prodigy to complete activities set for you.

Daily Task - Wash the dishes.

	English: 	Warm up: Syllables: Sometimes it can be hard to break a word down to hear sounds or to chunk for spelling. Here is a short video to remind 	us how to do it. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=9S7DY2lgJlU  After watching this video, find some random objects from around the 	house and say them out loud breaking them into syllables. How many did you get? Here’s an example! The word “umbrella” has three 	syllables, 	um-brel-la. Now it’s your turn! See how you go and maybe share your findings on Seesaw with your teacher. 
Reading: 	Read your favourite story to someone or have someone read to you. Then discuss who your favourite character is and why. Are they similar 	to you or different? In what way? Could you maybe change this character in the story? Would that change the story in any way? How? 
Activity:	Spelling – use the words from yesterday’s list and see if you can write them in the dirt/sand today. How many can you remember? 
	Choose 5 words from your spelling to write into 5 separate or maybe even 2-3 separate sentences. Be creative! Write a silly sentence and 	share it with your class via the journal page on Seesaw.
Technology: Log in to Reading Eggs and complete an activity. Maybe you could even do a drawing tutorial like this one. How to draw eggs and bacon 

	Break – Time to stop and refuel. Eat, play, have fun. Self-directed outside activities where possible.

	Maths: Week 4 focus – Consolidation
Warm up: 	Today you get to practice skip counting. You get to select your favourite number to skip count by then start at any number you like, then 	skip count forwards and backwards from that number.  
Activity: 	Skip count floor ladder: Place out some markers with shoes, chalk or something else (inside or in the yard). Then say a random number and 	start skip counting forwards from that number. As you say each number, you must jump/hop forwards as many times as you can within the 	boundary you have set (e.g. say 2, then 4, 6 etc and every time you say a number you jump with two feet together or hop on one foot). 
	Option: see if you can play with a family member. Then challenge them to hop/jump forwards/backwards as you count up and back from 	any random number.   
Parents/Carers: If you are short on space, you can change the hops for star jumps. 
Technology: 	Find a skip counting activity on Studyladder, Math Seeds or Prodigy.  

	Break – Time to stop and refuel. Eat, play, have fun. Self-directed outside activities where possible.

	Gross Motor: Can you do any of these activities? Have a go! Set your baseline then see if you can improve each week. 
Hopping: Can you hop on your left foot 10 times without falling? How about your right? If so, how many did you get to? Write down the number. 
Skipping: Do you have a skipping rope? See if you can skip. If so, how many skips can you do in a row. 
Running:  Set out a track in your yard. How fast can you run the track? Do it three times and see if you can better your original time.
