All 
rooms will be air conditioned.

 ■ New sports court area. 

The new building will be constructed on the existing 
sports court area.

Progress summary

The project has received approval to proceed. 
Concept designs of the new building have been 
finished.

An architect and project consultants have been 
appointed to investigate and review the site and 
further develop the designs.

The main works construction contract has been 
awarded to North Construction & Building Pty Ltd.

Next steps

The project team will further develop the building 
design and obtain relevant planning approvals. 
Construction is expected to start shortly after 
planning approvals are received.
